Call Meeting to Order and Establish Quorum:  The Annual Meeting of Greensides Property Owners was held on Bellflower Court, Blanchard, Idaho 83804 on Monday, August 31st, 2020. Holly Holbert, Co-President, called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m. and stated a quorum was established.

Attendance: In Attendance were Dave and Penny Smith, Bruce and Holly Holbert, Ed and Amy Wiggin, Ron Sutton, Bert and Kathleen de Haan, Paul and Signy Loris, Stuart and Sandra Van Horn, Philip Lafer, Michael and Mary DuHain. 9 of 16 property owners met the quorum. Absent property owners were Tommy Rush and Chan and Theresa Karupiah.

Approval of Minutes: Holly Holbert motioned to approve the minutes from the July 7, 2020 Regular Board Meeting.  This was seconded by Mary DuHain.  Motion Passed. 

Review of Business for 2020
· Monthly Bill Review – by Mary DuHain, Treasurer
· Financial Review – by David Smith, Co-President
· Based on our current monthly bills, Greensides does not have sufficient money coming in from HOA dues to meet payments due.  It will be necessary to increase dues from $772.50 per quarter to meet the minimum payment due on bills.   This does not allow any additional funds to be set aside in reserves for property maintenance as required by CCRs.
· Bert de Haan motioned to increase dues to $1,100.00 per quarter, beginning October 1, 2020, with the Q4 2020 dues paid by all property owners.   This was seconded by Bruce Holbert.   The motion passed unanimously by all present.
· This increase will cover the increase proposed by Stoneridge Property Owners Association / SPOA at the July 2020 annual meeting.   That increase is tentatively set for $3.50 per month, and will be voted on at the September SPOA Board Meeting.  The SPOA  increase will go into effect January 1, 2021.
· Mary DuHain provided a description of a Transfer Fee, per the Greensides CCRs.  She suggested Greensides Property Owners adopt a Transfer Fee for all future property Sales.  The $500.00 Transfer Fee per property would go toward Greensides Property Reserves.   Stuart Van Horn motioned to adopt establishing a Transfer Fee by Greensides property owners; this was seconded by Bruce Holbert.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Voting for Board Members
· Ballots for President of Greensides Property Owners were collected.   Both Holly Holbert and David Smith were elected as co-presidents for a two-year term.  No voting needed for Bruce Holbert to continue as Vice President, nor for Mary DuHain to continue as treasurer, as these are both two-year terms and will continue until 2022.

Property Owner Discussion / Topics
· Michael DuHain proposed Greensides adopts a Utility Access Fee, which will allow Greensides Property Owners to charge a fee for road access and administration, for any change to Greensides Utilities, accessing Water turn on and shut off, and any access to sewer lines.   This will be investigated and will be addressed for vote by the directors at the September Board Meeting. 
· Kudos given by various property owners to Michael DuHain and Stuart Van Horn for their work cleaning and painting the two Greensides properties mail box stations.


Adjourn: There being no further business, a motion was made to adjourn by Holly Holbert, and was seconded by Bert de Haan.  The motion carried and the meeting was adjourned at 4:50 p.m.
